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Foreword

In The Name of Allah The Most Merciful, The Dispenser of Mercy.

This foreword is dedicated to the lifetime works of Tan Sri Professor Dr.
Muhammad Abdul Rauf, written by his son in commemoration of his father.
I believe that an author’s work is a function of his situation, his interests and
his contexts. My father’s writings were very much a function of these
parametres. His Ph.D. thesis, “Islam and Predestination: A Critical Study of
the Qur'anic Concept of Qadar” written around the 1960s was, fittingly, an
academic work that no less reflects the parametres above. In this work he
examined the Qur’anic concept of sin, and the related issue of human free will
versus Divine Predestination. He argues that since we are responsible for our
sins, it means we must be free to exercise our will to sin. Allah explicitly
mentions in the Qur’an that He does not punish a human being who is forced
into committing sin.

Dad identified some thirty words used in the Qur’an to refer to sin, not
counting terms like imr, fariyy, and idd, which describe acts deemed peculiar,
strange or false. Among them are:

1. Tughyan. Suggests the imagery of flooding, of an overflowing of
water. It is used in the sense of sin as exceeding the bounds, thus
referring to a tyrant, or someone unjust.

2. Khasi'ah. Its root carries the idea of missing the mark, thus a mistake,
or error.

3. Rijz. The sense of shivering or convulsion, thus connotating fear or
anger.

4.  Dalal. The sense of being lost, or misled.

5. ljram. The idea of cutting, severing and separating, and thus of
violating the moral order.

6.  Wizr. Typically carrying the idea of burden, especially the idea of
punishment or responsibility for evil acts.

7. Fujar. To split. It connotes the idea of splitting the moral code by
committing outrageous faults. It is used as the opposite of tagwa, such
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as “And by a soul and Him Who created it and inspired into it its fujir
and its tagwa.” (Q. al-Shams, 91: 11).

Dhanb. Conveys the idea of being at the back or the tail. It indicates
an act that brings its doer to the undesirable position in the rear,
typically means sin.

‘Udwan. It carries the root meaning of transference, hence infection,
and is used in the sense of hostility, enmity, aggression and injustice.
Ithm. Its Qur’anic usage suggests injustice, harm, injury, or a wrong
committed, and in the sense of sin.

‘Isyan. An act of ‘syan is called ma ‘siyah. Its basic meaning is to
disobey, to rebel.

Sharr. Used in the sense of evil. Its opposite is khayr, meaning good.
Zulm. The original meaning is darkness. It is used in the sense of
committing a wrong, an injustice, an act of tyranny or oppression.
Fasad. 1ts primary meaning is to decay, or to become rotten. In the
moral sense, it is to become corrupt, wicked, unrighteous.

‘Utuww. Primarily conveys the idea of being unwieldy, stupendous,
excessively immoderate, haughty.

Israf. Exaggeration or violating the bounds, also used in the sense of
being a spendthrift, overspending. It is used as well in the sense of
overdoing something permissible.

Fisg. To turn away from something right, to obtrude or turn away from
righteousness, used in the sense of to corrupt.

Hinth. Its root meaning is to leave out, to desert, or abandon. Hence it
is used in the sense of breaking away from an undertaking, or failure
to perform a commitment, thus breaking an oath.

Ghayy. Connotes the idea of going bad or corrupt, and used as the
opposite of huda, to be guided. Thus, Satan swears to God “By Your
Glory, I will ughwiyannahum (seduce, lead them away from guidance)
them all” (Q. Sad, 38:82).

Iba’. To refuse something that is good for you, thus used in the sense
of arrogantly rejecting the Divine Command, and refusing to obey, to
demur.
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Bagha. It suggests a swelling that turns purulent, thus behaving in a
way that exceeds what is normal in a negative sense. It is also used to
mean to encroach upon someone in a negative way.

Sayyi’ah. A misfortune, an injury. Its opposite is sasanah, meaning
something good.

Haram. Forbidden, taboo.

Fahishah. The idea of an enormity or excess in a vulgar way, thus
denoting what is vulgar, obscene, shameless or foul.

Munkar. Its root meaning stems from the afterbirth of a she-camel, and
the matter that comes out of a morbid wound. Hence the word is
employed in the sense of difficulty, hardship and pain, and in the sense
of something morally undesired, objectionable, disapproved or
unlawful.

Lamam. It is used to mean occasional commission of sin, and in the
sense of small or venial sins.

Junah. Its primary meaning is to lean, to decline or bend. It is often
used in the Qur’an in the form of “it is no junah on you that you curtail
your prayer when you travel in the land...” (Q. al-Nisa’, 4:101). So, it
is used in the sense of sin or wrong.

Hiib. To commit a fault. The Qur’an uses it in the following verse,
“Give unto the orphans their property, and exchange not the vile for
the good, nor devour their property with your property; verily that
would be a great kb (hitban kabira)” (Q. al-Taubah, 9:2).

Haraj. Primarily means the sense of being tight, narrow, close or
constrained. It is used in two senses: one meaning in the sense of
mental stress, tightness and doubt, and the other in the sense of
committing a mistake, an evil act or a sin.

Rijs. Filth.

Regarding human freewill, Dad asserted that humankind is in fact free,

and the verses that some allude to mean that Allah chooses to guide some
people and misguide others is a misinterpretation. The fact is that all our
actions are created by Allah, thus we have a ‘menu’ of actions we can choose
from. Allah created our menu of actions, as He created a menu of actions for
all creatures; so, while the birds can fly and fish can swim, fish can't fly, and



birds can't swim because those actions are not on their menu of actions to
choose from. Analogously, Allah has created belief and unbelief. If we choose
to believe, we need Allah’s help in realizing our faith. If we choose otherwise,
there are consequences prepared by Allah, which result from the choice. We
should not make the mistake of interpreting Allah’s guidance and misguidance
as meaning that Allah chooses that for us.

This is why Allah says that if it was up to Him, He would have guided
us all. But because we choose to be guided or misguided, Allah lays our paths
to achieve guidance or misguidance. Since all our actions need Allah to actuate
them, Allah’s permission is required for any of our actions to manifest—even
the act of willing or choosing itself. Thus, Allah says “wa ma tasha ina illa
an yasha’ Allah...” (Q. al-Insan, 76:30; al-Takwir, 81:29), which means “and
you cannot will unless Allah wills...”” This means that we cannot even make
our choice of believing or disbelieving until Allah permits us to make our
choice, and subsequently facilitates us to realize it.

Dad’s book The Life and Teachings of the Prophet Muhammad came
about as a result of his being invited by Radio Malaya to give a series of talks
on the radio about the Prophet Muhammad (2 peace and blessings of Allah
be upon him). Today we would call this a podcast. The lectures were then
edited and formed into this brief book. Dad also authored a series of books in
Malaya (at the time) for students, in which he was helped by some lecturers
from Kolej Islam to translate them into Malay. To provide a How-to book for
Muslims and for the continuous number of reverts to Islam, Dad authored
several books, among them are Islam, Creed and Worship, The Sacred Texts
of Islam, and Al-Qur’an: Introduction and Sample Texts.

In his role as the Director of the Islamic Cultural Center of New York,
there was a need for study materials for young students at the Sunday school,
where young children were taught their religion of Islam. This resulted in three
books my Dad authored to teach these students about their faith, and some
simple verses of the Qur’an. Dad had a strong feeling that, for historical
purposes, the history of how the Islamic Center of New York came into being
should be recorded. To that end, he authored History of the Islamic Center.
And when he was transferred in 1970 to Washington DC to be the Director of
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the Islamic Center in Washington DC, which he was until 1980, he wrote
another book detailing how the Islamic Center in Washington DC came into
being. There are therefore two separate books: one on the Islamic Center of
New York, and the other on the Islamic Center of Washington DC.

The story of these books is a sweet one. During the 1940’s one of the
ambassadors of the Muslim countries passed away (it was Turkey if I
remember well). His colleagues the Ambassadors of the Muslim majority
nations felt ashamed that there was not a mosque or place where he could be
washed and prayed over. So led by the Egyptian Ambassador Kamal Abdul
Rahim, they contacted their home countries and requested their government’s
participation towards the building of an Islamic Center in Washington. Egypt
supplied the architectural plans and the mimbar/pulpit, Iran the carpets,
Turkey the interior tiles and calligraphy, Saudi Arabia and other Gulf nations
provided funding, and together with the Arab American contractor Abul
Hawa, built the Center. It was officially opened in 1953 by President
Eisenhower. When Ambassador Kamal Abdul Rahim was transferred to New
York to be the first representative of Egypt to the then nascent United Nations,
he repeated his experience in Washington in New York, and out of this effort
the Islamic Center of New York came into being.

Dad’s book Al-Malayi: Wasfun wa Antiba‘atun (Malaya, A
Description and Impressions), was a book my Dad authored at the
encouragement of a friend of his in Egypt who invited my Dad to author such
a work and admit it for a prize, which it won! Such a book captures a picture
of Malaya during the period from 1955 to about 1963 — and at the time
described in Egypt — as a nation deemed exotic. Dad was also invited to give
lectures, and one was an annual lecture funded by an American in which a
person was invited once a year to deliver a lecture on “The Idea of God as
Affected by Modern Knowledge”. This subject flows from the European
experience, where the Renaissance resulted in a split in Europe between the
religious community and the scientific community, a split that did not happen
in Islamic thought, simply because the Qur’an did not make any statement that
contradicted scientific facts.
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This is one of the attractions of Islam that the Christian community does not
have. Christians often battle between Biblical statements and scientific facts,
with the result that the desire to be a person of faith is often attenuated by
scientific truths. This explains the popularity of Maurice Bucaille’s book, The
Bible, the Qur’an and Science among Muslims.

As the Director at the Islamic Center of New York, one of the functions
my Dad performed was conducting marriages. From the more than 1,000
marriages he conducted, he authored the book Marriage in Islam to provide
answers to the frequently asked questions many had on this subject in the
USA. Out of this book and the frequently asked question in lectures about the
position of women in Islam, came his book Women in Islam, and The Islamic
Family: A General View.

Dad taught Arabic to English speaking students when he headed the
Department of Islamic Studies at the University of Malaya. He channeled his
experience in teaching Arabic then, and later in the USA, into his book Arabic
for English Speaking Students. This book was first published in Egypt, and
republished in the USA, and turned out to be his best-selling book. This is
because the need for students to learn Arabic is a never ending one, and his
method was very effective. Many who sought to study Arabic mentioned that
this book was the easiest they found and that it helped them the most.

Dad was invited by the Muslim community in Nigeria, where he
delivered several lectures. This resulted in him authoring several books for
them, including republishing some of his previous works. This included A
Short History of Islam, with Particular Reference to West Africa, and Islam,
Faith and Devotion. Muslims in America are primarily immigrants from
Muslim majority countries, and the majority of American Muslims are African
American. They related very much to the Prophet’s companion Bilal ibn
Rabah, who was a freed Abyssinian slave. Dad’s book about the life of Bilal
ibn Rabah was very popular with the African American community, who had
painful experience with slavery.

Thanksgiving, one of the major American holidays, is celebrated
annually on the fourth Thursday in the month of November. A gentleman from
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Dallas, Texas established a Center in the midtown area of Dallas called
Thanksgiving Square and invited my Dad as the Muslim representative of that
Center. This highlighted the importance of thanksgiving in our faith traditions,
and towards that end my Dad authored the book The Concept of Thanksgiving
in Islam. One of the notable aspects of Islam is that many of our rituals reflect
Divine Actions. The Qur’an mentions that Allah bears witness that there is no
god but He, ‘Performs’ Salah, and is Mu’min. Allah is also Grateful and
Thankful for our worship. The picture that emerges from this is that the
Islamic rituals are a reflection at human scale of Divine Actions and being
thankful and grateful is one of them.

Interfaith activities played a prominent role in Dad’s activities in the
United States of America, and as a multifaith nation, it always sought the
voices of representatives of all faiths to participate in interfaith dialog and
activities. Out of this emerged my Dad’s writings in books such as Qutsiders’
Interpretation of Islam: A Muslim’s Point of View in Approaches to Islam in
Religious Studies, and “Judaism and Christianity in the Perspective of Islam”
in Trialogue of The Abrahamic Faiths.

During Dad’s second stint in Malaysia, when he was the Rector of the
[IUM, there occurred in Malaysia a ‘Tolak Hadis’ movement (Hadith
rejectors). | suppose this was the impetus that urged him to author the book
Al-Hadith: Introduction and Sample, and especially Irrationality of the Anti-
Hadith Heretics. The error that the ‘“Tolak Hadis’ followers did not realize is
that technically, everything we learned from the Prophet (peace and blessings
be upon him) is a subset of his Hadith. Thus, by us learning the Qur’an from
the Prophet makes the Final Revelation technically an aspect of Akzadith. The
five-time daily prayers we perform, we learned from Hadith. Thus, we cannot
‘tolak hadis” without rejecting the Qur’an and the five daily prayers. As to
the criticism that there are many false Ahadith, this is something that the
earliest Hadith scholars were keenly aware of. As such, the Science of Hadith
emerged, which developed a highly nuanced gradation of Ahadith, starting
with the earliest collectors of Hadith, to grade Akadith all the way from
mutawatir (very widely reported and thus true) to mawdu ‘(forged).

This is the problem when simplistic thinking is followed. The truth is usually
highly nuanced.

One of Dad’s quality pieces of writing was his work 4 Muslim’s
Reflections on Democratic Capitalism. This work was a response to Michael
Novak’s Spirit of Democratic Capitalism, an important work commissioned
by the American Enterprise Institute, one of the most influential Think Tanks
in Washington DC. The context of this work was the competition between
Capitalism, championed by the United States and the Western World, and
Socialism/Communism championed by the then USSR and the Eastern Bloc.
Egypt under President Gamal Abdel Nasser flirted with Socialism from the
time of his revolution in 1952 until his death in 1973, which impoverished
Egypt. It wasn’t until 1989 with the implosion of the USSR that Communism
and Socialism was recognized to have been a failure.

In an incisive op-ed in the New York Times in the year 2000, Michael
Novak pointed out that in the last 500 years, two of the three major questions
raised by Western thinkers have been answered. Firstly, which is better —
authoritarian regimes or democratic regimes? Secondly, are controlled
markets or free markets better? The implosion of the USSR proved that
democratic regimes are better than authoritarian ones, and that free markets
provide more prosperity to people than controlled markets. The third question
was, how should we live? He pointed out that America had proven the Marxist
thesis that religion was the ‘opiate of the masses’ as wrong, and that wealthy
and powerful people need religion. Dad therefore predicted that the 21st
century would be the century in which religion would be a prominent subject.

After my Dad retired, he authored several books. Among these was a
three-volume work called The Muslim Mind, which probed into the
intellectual developments among Muslims. The first volume covered
Foundation and Early Manifestation, the second volume titled as A Study of
the Intellectual Muslim Life During the Classical Era 101-700 AH (720-1300
AD), and the third volume History of the Muslim Intellectual Life 701-1200
AH (1300-1768 AD). These publications were commissioned by Dewan
Bahasa dan Pustaka (Malaysia’s Hall of Language and Library) and published
by them. We might say that as a subset of these broad viewed books about
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Muslim intellectuals, Dad authored two books about two individuals who
profoundly shaped Islamic history, the second Caliph Umar al-Faruq and
Imam Ali ibn Abi Talib: The First Intellectual Muslim Thinker.

One of the complex issues that Muslims deal with is how to disburse
and distribute one’s estate upon one’s death. Dad admitted that this subject
was one of the most complex subjects in Islamic law. To help Muslims deal
with this, he authored Al-Mirath: Inheritance According to the Shari‘ah Law
of Islam. Since Islam is both a Spirituality and a Law, legal thinking is a
prerequisite of Islamic studies and specialisation. So Dad authored several
other books about aspects of Islamic Law, including Shari‘a/ is Suitable for
All Times and Climes, Concept of Islamic State and its related book Ummah:
The Muslim Nation, The Concept of Islamic State (With Particular Reference
to Treatment of Non-Muslim Citizens), Shari‘ah, Ummah and Khilafah, and
edited the translation of Ibn Rushd’s major work Bidayat al-Mujtahid,
translated as The Distinguished Jurist’s Primer, a major work in which Ibn
Rushd details the position of each madhhab on a particular question, and why
and how they arrived at that opinion.

After Dad retired, | once told him that | loved him very dearly, but
there was one criticism | had of him. Shocked, he asked me what that was. |
answered that he did not help me memorize the Qur’an when I was a young
boy, when | could have accomplished that. He felt extremely penitent about
this. After a couple of months, he told me that although he could not now
correct this omission, what he would like to do is for me to recite the Qur’an
and he would correct my pronunciation (tajwid) to make sure it was perfect.
We spent more than a year doing this. | sometimes like to think that this story
inspired him to author Tajwid Al-Qur’an Al-Karim. And if it did, then I may
have contributed to the existence of this work, and that Allah # might list this
among my good and praiseworthy deeds.

Any author of nonfiction often wonders if he could author a fictional
work, and my Dad tried his hand by authoring The Story of Tawaddud: A
Brilliant and Beautiful Girl and a Model of Good Moral Conduct. This story
is one of the stories of the Thousand and One Nights. It’s the story of a slave
girl who was a polymath. She was taught every branch of knowledge, how to
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sing and recite poetry, and was so accomplished that she challenged all the
experts in various fields of knowledge and outsmarted them all. This story
serves as an encouragement for girls to get the very best education and proves
the adage of how deadly the combination of beauty and brains is!

Dad’s final work was his autobiography. On his deathbed, I promised
I would do my best to get it published, and when his ex-student Tan Sri Dr.
Yusof Noor, who was then the Chairman of FELDA, offered to publish it, |
felt a wave of spiritual relief flow over me in having fulfilled my final promise
to my father. May Allah # accept my father’s works, including his
publications, and admit his soul into His Mercy, His Compassion, His
Forgiveness and His Paradise!

On behalf of my family, my brothers and sisters, we would like to
express our deepest appreciation and gratitude to 11IUM, and especially to all
of you at OFIIR-CENTRIS for taking the efforts in memorialising my father
in such an honorable way. May Allah # bless you all for your efforts, and |
really hope | can get to meet as many of you as possible when | next visit
Malaysia. I will surely let you know when that happens!

! Feisal Abdul Rauf was born in Kuwait, on October 23, 1948. He is a son of Tan Sri Professor
Muhammad Abdul Rauf. The father, according to Encyclopaedia Britannica, was an “Egyptian
Islamic scholar who served in a series of teaching and administrative posts at universities
and Islamic institutions throughout the world”. The son, popularly knows as Imam Feisal, is
an author and activist with the goal of improving relations between the Muslim world and
the West. His “devout upbringing, travels, and early exposure to theological debate”
contributed much to shaping his later views. Educated in the United Kingdom, Egypt, and
Malaysia, Imam Feisal relocated to New York City with his family in 1965. He earned a
bachelor’s degree in physics at Columbia University (1969) and a master’s degree in plasma
physics from the Stevens Institute of Technology, Hoboken, New Jersey (1972). He served as
the imam of Masjid al-Farah in Manhattan from 1983 to 2009. He founded the American
Society for Muslim Advancement in 1997.

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Preface

All Praise be to Allah The Most Gracious and The Most Merciful for giving
us the time and ability to compile this first volume of Annotated
Bibliographies of the First Three Rectors of the International Islamic
University Malaysia (IlUM). This volume is devoted for gathering the
biography, and putting on record, annotating and illustrating the precious
works of al-Marhum Professor Tan Sri Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf, who
served the 1IUM as her first Rector from 1983 to 1988.

Many among us neither had the chance to learn and drink from the
fountain of his vast knowledge, experience and wisdom, nor meet him in
person to walk about being in his midst. | believe, having this book in our
hands, and feasting on the information presented on its pages is next to best in
learning from and about his experiences and knowledge. Presented in three
languages, English, Arabic and Bahasa Melayu, we hope that the book serves
as a great resource for those — students, researchers, academics and anyone —
who aspire to delve deeper into the life and works of this highly learned and
involved global scholar and the pioneering Rector of the International Islamic
University Malaysia.

Throughout history, humanity has been pursuing knowledge from two
main angles. We learn from our experiences in dealing with our issues as well
as through engaging with problems faced by the people around us. This has
been one of the ways that Allah Subkanahii wa Ta ‘ala lead us to knowledge—
through experiential learning. We also seek knowledge for the sake of
knowing, for instance, of the intricacies of nature, of experiences, of
individual and collective behaviours, and of natural and social phenomena.
This is when we “deeply” learn about a particular field of study from its
philosophical, theoretical and practical perspectives, to be benefitted by all.
However, for devout Muslims, both were pursued as acts of worship, and ways
to know, serve and gain closeness to The Creator, as “... those [who] truly
fear Allah, among His Servants, [are those] who have knowledge...” (Q.
Fatir, 35:28).
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Early Muslim scholars dealt with matters of their times, which led to
the establishment of schools of jurisprudence, numerous sciences and ideas
that benefitted people of the time and without exaggeration, continue to
benefit humanity to this day. Narrated by Ibn Umar, the Prophet (salla’Llah
‘alaihi wa sallam) once said:

“The most beloved people to Allah are those who are most beneficial

to people. The most beloved deed to Allah is to make a Muslim happy,

remove one of his troubles, forgive his debt, or feed his hunger. That |
walk with a brother regarding a need is more beloved to me than that
| seclude myself in this mosque in Medina for a month” (al-Mu jam

al-Awsat li’'l-Tabarant: 6026).

Al-Marham Professor Tan Sri Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf demonstrated all
the above, as clearly evident from his life and works. It is deemed most fitting
for me to quote from the late Professor himself,

It is now approximately ten years since | resigned. Soon, | will be 87
years old. Will I live until 89 as my father did? Only Allah knows. In
my life, and especially in my duties as Imam, | strove to be a model of
good behaviour and an embodiment of the Islamic virtues of patience,
endurance, forgiveness, and clemency. | do not mean to imply that |
am endowed with all of these meritorious qualities. Rather, I humbly
plead to Almighty Allah to forgive my shortcomings and failures.
Looking back, I am awed by my journey from an impoverished village
in Egypt to oil-rich Kuwait, the United Kingdom, multi-racial
Malaysia and New York City, America’s power hub: Washington
D.C., the United Arab Emirates, and back to Malaysia. | hope my
stories may relate the differences of my experiences due to history and
locale, while underlining the common humanity of all of us. The Noble
Qur’an undermines any stark opposition set between the East and the
West: “To God belongs the East and the West.” Amen.

Born on December 27", 1917, Tan Sri Professor Dr. Muhammad
Abdul Rauf was an epitome of the 1lUM, a towering yet humble scholarly
figure of the budding garden that was soon to bloom to become a “Garden of
Knowledge and Virtue”. A global academic and humanitarian, he strove to be
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the best that he could ever be and contributed as much as he ever could for
humanity, bridging between the East and the West — in Malaysia, the Arab
world, in the Western lands and in Africa — wherever he was, with mercy
(Razmah). Muhammad Abdul Rauf, like the 1HUM, the first International
Islamic University of the contemporary world for which he served and
represented as her first Rector, was truly beyond global. Comparable to the
numerous devout Muslim scholars and intellectuals of earlier eras who
pursued knowledge through both angles, carrying the message of Razmatan
li’l- ‘Alamin (Mercy to all the Worlds) of the blessed Prophet Muhammad 2,
Muhammad Abdul Rauf was indeed universal ( ‘alami). The exerpt above was
written shortly before his passing on December 11', 2004, at the age of 87.

The Annotated Bibliographies of the First Three Rectors are compiled
not with the intention of idolising the University’s forebears. The first three
Rectors — Tan Sri Professor Muhammad Abdul Rauf, Professor Emeritus
Dato’ Dr. AbdulHamid AbuSulayman and Tan Sri Professor Emeritus Mohd.
Kamal Hassan — were exemplars, who left behind a heritage of gems of
wisdom for all of us to take heed of and emulate.

Born in Egypt on Dec. 27, 1917 in the town of Abusir, north of Cairo, Ahmad M. Abdul Rauf served as the first
Rector of the International Islamic University Malaysia from 1983 until 1989. Prof. Rauf's tenure in IIlUM was
his second stint in Malaysia. He first came to Malaysia on 2nd April, 1955 when it was still known as Malaya,
to assist the government of Malaya in setting up a curriculum of Islamic education for primary, secondary, and

higher learning institutions.

Muhammad Abdul Rauf started his early education in

The Qur'anic School, learning how to recite the entire

text of the Holy Qur'an from memory.

in Education. After that he continuing his study at Uni-

He was the founder principal of the Muslim College of
Malaya, or Kolej Islam Malaya (1956 to 1964) and later
established the Department of Islamic Studies at the
University of Malaya (UM).

INTRODUCTION

Tan Sri Professor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf was a distinguished scholar, a
dedicated altruistic servant of God, and a humanitarian who made significant
contributions to the advancement of Islamic Studies in Malaysia, the Arab
world, the West and Africa. Born in the town of Abusir, north of Cairo, Egypt
on December 27, 1917, he entered into marriage in August 1946, at the age
of 28. He graduated from Usii/ al-Din College, al-Azhar in Cairo and earned
his B.A. (Anthropology) from Cambridge University and an M.A. (Islamic
Studies) from the University of London, the United Kingdom. He was sent to
Malaya by al-Azhar University in February 1955 to help set up and open
Kolej Islam Malaya in Klang, as the next tier of education for Malay students
who studied in their pondok kampung (villages’ semi-formal educational
institutions). Later, he headed the Department of Islamic Studies at Universiti
Malaya. In 1963, he was awarded a Ph.D. in Islamic Studies from the
University of London, the United Kingdom. He was appointed as the Director
of the Islamic Cultural Center, New York in 1965, and then served as the
Director of the Islamic Center in Washington from 1970 to 1980. He was
invited back to Malaysia by then Prime Minister Dr. Mahathir Mohamad, to
be the first Rector of the International Islamic University of Malaysia (11IUM)
in 1983, and later served at Kolej Ugama Sultan Zainal Abidin (KUSZA) in
Terengganu before retiring in 1992. Although he spent the rest of his days in
his Washington home with his family, he frequently visited his homes in
Egypt and in Malaysia.

Professor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf served as the Rector of the
International Islamic University Malaysia (I1IUM) from 1983 to 1988, where
he played a pivotal role in formulating the University’s ethos during her initial
years. He was a fervent advocate for the values of fairness, moderation and
temperance within the Islamic tradition, a stance which coloured his
administrative duties. His commitment to these principles left an indelible
mark on the development of sizable groups of ‘ulama’ (Muslim scholars) in
Malaysia and in several Muslim countries, including in the United Kingdom,
the United States of America and Africa, where he once served. These
Muslim scholars were characterised by embodiments of the true essence of



Islamic teachings, which they had inherited from their teacher, Professor Dr.
Muhammad Abdul Rauf. His lasting impact continues to resonate in the
realms of academia and humanitarian works. He was once described as “a
very enlightened and refreshing person particularly when engaged in Islamic
issues.”™

He passed away in 2004, leaving an enduring legacy that extends far
beyond his years. His was and remains as an inspiration for future
generations.

EDUCATION

Muhammad Abdul Rauf's remarkable journey in education was a testament
to his unwavering commitment to scholarship and the pursuit of knowledge,
one that began long before his formal academic endeavours. Even before the
year 1925, he was already attending one of the two al-Nil Qur’anic schools,
where he delved into subjects such as Al-Qur'an, the Art of Writing,
Dictation, and Simple Arithmetic. This school, known as Kuttab al-Nili,
played a significant role in shaping his early education.

At the astonishingly young age of seven (circa 1925), Muhammad
Abdul Rauf became the youngest to pass the test of memorising the entire text
of the Qur’an, and was acknowledged as a hafiz, a testament to his deep
devotion to the Holy Book. His formal education took a significant turn on
October 5, 1929, when, at the age of eleven, he was admitted to al-Ma‘had al-
Ahmadi in Tanta. The required age of admission to al-Ma‘had al-Ahmadi
varied from 12 to 18. Here, in his first year, he engaged in studies that
encompassed a wide array of subjects, including Figh, Nahwu, Insha’, Tafsir,
Hadith, Tawhid, al-Strah, Akhlaq, ‘Imla, ‘Ashya’, Khat, Mutala’ah, and al-
Hafuzat. Not long after, he developed a burgeoning interest in Sufism. He
also started to find enjoyment in mathematics, particularly geometry. He soon

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earned the title of al-Awwal, “The Top Successful Candidate”, by consistently
achieving high marks in most subjects, especially mathematics, Arabic, and
religious studies.

His remarkable academic performance earned him the prestigious
Ahmad Pasha al-Minshawi Pasha endowment fund scholarship. Muhammad
Abdul Rauf’s academic journey continued as he progressed to Usiil al-Din
College in Cairo. In his first year of studies, he was awarded a substantial
book on theological philosophy and a copy of Sahih Hajjaj Ibn Muslim with
commentary by /mam al-Nawawi. By the third year, he had established
himself as the highest-performing student, further solidifying his reputation
as a scholarly standout. Not content with confining his education to Egypt,
Muhammad Abdul Rauf expanded his horizons by enrolling in an Alliance
Franchise, where he was admitted to a French evening school under the
guidance of Monseigneur Parani.

His dedication and proficiency in French studies were duly recognized
when he was awarded a diploma in the study of the language with distinction.
Despite the challenges posed by the Second World War, Muhammad Abdul
Rauf’s pursuit of knowledge remained unwavering. He was offered a
scholarship to study at L'Ecole de Loi in Paris during this tumultuous period,
a testimony to his exceptional intellect and academic potential. However, he
ultimately decided not to take up this opportunity.

CAREER

Professor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf’s extensive and illustrious career was
marked by a wide array of teaching experiences at renowned institutions
across the globe. He imparted his wisdom and knowledge at institutions such
as al-Azhar Secondary Institutes, Kuwaiti al-Dini Institute, al-Azhar
University, Kolej Islam Malaya, Universiti Malaya, State University of New
Jersey in the U.S.A., Georgetown University in Washington, D.C., and the
University of the Arab Emirates in al-‘Ain, Abu Dhabi. His dedication to



education knew no bounds, and his influence reached both within and beyond
the borders of wherever he was based.

Throughout his career, Muhammad Abdul Rauf held various
esteemed positions that reflected his commitment to the advancement of
Islamic education and scholarship. He served as the Deputy Principal of the
Kuwaiti al-Dini Institute, where his leadership played a distinctive role in
shaping the institution’s educational direction. Subsequently, he was
appointed to the role of principal at Kolej Islam Malaya, where his vision for
academic excellence further solidified his reputation as a prominent figure in
Islamic education.

At Universiti Malaya, Muhammad Abdul Rauf’s leadership skills
were evident as he took on the role as the Head of the newly established
Department of Islamic Studies, contributing significantly to the development
of the department and the promotion of Islamic studies within the university.
His expertise and dedication were also recognized internationally when he
served as the Director of the Department of Islamic Missions at al-Azhar, the
more than a millennium-old and most prestigious institution in the Islamic
world.

Muhammad Abdul Rauf's influence extended far beyond the circles
of academia. He was appointed to the role of Director at both the Islamic
Cultural Center in New York, N.Y., and the Islamic Center in Washington,
D.C., United States of America, showcasing his commitment to fostering
cultural understanding and interfaith dialogues. His contributions also
reached the United Arab Emirates, where he served as as a Professor at the
Al-Ain University, further solidifying his reputation as a distinguished
scholar and educator.

In addition to these prestigious posts, M. Abdul Rauf held several key
leadership positions in various organisations, including Director of Islamic
Missions at al-Azhar, Chairman of the Council of Imams of North America,
and Founder of the Department of Islamic Studies at the University of
Malaya. His multifaceted career and unwavering commitment to education
and cultural exchange left an indelible mark on the global landscape of
Islamic studies and interfaith dialogues.



LIFE

Muhammad Abdul Rauf's journey through life was punctuated by a rich
tapestry of experiences, each shaping his profound contributions to education,
interfaith dialogues, and scholarship. His post-graduate endeavours began
with a two-year training course aimed at qualifying him as a teacher or
preacher, a choice that would profoundly influence his career. In 1944, he
embarked on his teaching journey as an Arabic teacher at the Franciscan
school in Dumyat (or Damietta), focusing on subjects such as ‘Iim al-Tafsir,
Tawhid, and Insha’.

The year 1945 marked a significant period when he got engaged in
Qina, North Egypt. However, it was in 1946 that he entered into the institution
of marriage, setting the foundation for his family life. In 1947, his wife,
Buthayna, conceived their first child, ‘Abd Al-Rahim. Concurrently, he
embarked on a mission to Kuwait, which would prove to be an instrumental
turning point in his life. In 1948, Muhammad Abdul Rauf received an
invitation that would amplify his influence. He was invited to address a
gathering of Kuwaiti merchants in the large Municipal Hall, showcasing his
burgeoning reputation as a distinguished scholar. That same year, his family
welcomed their second son, Feisal, into the world.

The year 1955 witnessed the establishment of Kolej Islam Malaya
(KIM, the Muslim College of Malaya) in Klang, with his significant
involvements that spanned over a decade from 1955 to 1967 — thus further
solidifying his role in the realm of education. In 1956, he received an
important letter from the President of Egypt, Mr. Anwar al-Sadat, which
heralded the offer of full scholarships to twelve students from Malaysia, an
initiative that spoke of his influence in the academic sphere. In 1958, he was
appointed to a leadership role as the head of Universiti Malaya’s newly
established Department of Islamic Studies, demonstrating his commitment to
fostering excellence in Islamic education. 1959 marked the commencement
of teaching sessions at the Universiti Malaya Kuala Lumpur, again with his
involvement, a demonstration of his dedication to academic development.

In 1960, Muhammad Abdul Rauf undertook a journey to London,
where he pursued his doctorate and secured a residence position, further



enhancing his academic prowess. As an indication of his growing stature in
the world of Islamic academia, in 1961, he received a delegation from Al-
Azhar led by Shaikh Mahmud Shaltut. Simultaneously, in the same year, his
family welcomed a new addition, Muhammad Ayman. The year 1963
heralded important changes. He received a telegram from Al-Azhar,
announcing the government of Malaysia’s®> plans to promote the Islamic
College of Malaya, of which Muhammad Abdul Rauf was the Principal, into
an Islamic university®, underscoring his transformative impact on education.
In that very year, he authored a book titled “Malaysia, wa al-Awsaf wa al-
‘Intiba‘ar” or “Malaysia, Descriptions and Impressions”, with the assistance
of Ustadh Muhammad Ali and Mr. Muhammad Abdallah, earning
recognition with a government prize and a monetary reward.

In March 1964, he fulfilled his examination commitments and
reunited with his family in Bombay before boarding a flight to Kuwait and
Egypt to assume his duties at al-Azhar. There, he embarked on a collaborative
work with Dr. Mahmud Hobbalah, the Director of Majma‘ al-Buhiith al-
Islamiyyah, “The Islamic Research Academy” and was subsequently
appointed as the Acting Deputy-Director of the Department of Islamic
Missions by Dr. Hobbalah. From 1965 to 1970, Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf
was appointed to the role of Director of the Islamic Cultural Center in New
York, where he also served as the /mam and contributed significantly to
religious education in the North American continent. During this period, he
authored teaching materials and wrote a book titled Islam: Creed and
Worship. He conducted numerous marriage ceremonies and devised his own
ceremony, documented in the book Marriage in Islam. Sadly, this period also
marked the passing of his mother in 1966. In 1970, he transitioned to a new
chapter, serving as the Director of the Islamic Center in Washington, D.C.
Unfortunately, this period was also marked by loss, this time of his father.
During this period of loss, he penned two volumes of a book titled “The

Muslim Mind: The History of the Muslim Intellectual Life” at the request of
Dewan Bahasa dan Pustaka. He also authored a series of books for weekend
religious classes, which were eventually used as textbooks in Nigeria and
other African countries.

Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf was a globetrotter during this period,
attending numerous conferences, meetings, and conventions in America,
Canada, and Asia. He fulfilled significant duties as the representative of the
World Muslim Congress at the UN and was a founding member of the
Interfaith Council of Washington. After struggling with incidents in
Washington related to the world crises around the late 1970s, he finally
resigned from the Islamic Center at Washington D.C. at the end of the 1979
or 1980. In 1981, Professor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf collaborated with
Dr. Ezzeddine Ibrahim at the University of the UAE, marking a continuation
of his lifelong dedication to education. He resigned from the University of the
UAE in 1982, transitioning to the next phase of his remarkable life journey.
From 1983 to 1988, he was appointed to the prestigious role of the First
Rector of the newly established International Islamic University Malaysia,
contributing immensely to the institution's growth and development. In 1988,
he was appointed as the Academic Advisor of Sultan Zainal Abidin College,
evidence to his enduring commitment to education.

Tan Sri Professor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf’s life was a tapestry of
experiences, each thread contributing to his legacy as a scholar, educator, and
bridge-builder between cultures and faiths, across Southeast Asia, the Middle
East, the West and Africa. His dedication to fostering understanding,
education, and interfaith dialogues continues to inspire generations. Professor
Abdul Rauf suffered from a ruptured aortic aneurysm and breathed his last on
Saturday, December 11", 2004, at a Bethesda Hospital in Maryland, USA.
He was 87. The world renown professor of Islamic studies and education,
whose students included the former Prime Minister of Malaysia, Abdullah
Ahmad Badawi, lays at the Washington National Cemetery in Suitland,
Maryland, next to his son, Ali, who died in 1993. Tan Sri Professor Dr.
Muhammad Abdul Rauf (A4llah yarhamuhi, may Allah Subhanahu wa Ta ‘ala
bless his soul and include him as amongst those who are closest to Him) was
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survived by his wife, Buthayna, and his four children, Feisal, Aisha, Salwa
and Ayman.

REMEMBERING THE FIRST RECTOR OF IIUM,
TAN SRI DR. MUHAMMAD ABDUL RAUF (1983-
1987).

M. Kamal Hassan, 27th May 2021

Alhamduli’Llah, by the grace of Allah SWT, | am among the most
fortunate students of TSMAR’ who had been into contact with al-Marhim
from 1963 until 2002 in four major periods of my academic life.

The first was in 1963, when | was a first-year student in the University
of Malaya. He was teaching us basic Arabic in the first term, and Islamic
history as well as Qur’an and Sunnah to the senior students. We were
impressed with his congenial personality, pleasant demeanour and his
teaching method, which made learning Arabic fun and easy.

The second contact happened in New York City when I was studying
at Columbia University [C.U.] from 1968 until the end of 1975. TSMAR
was the Director and Imam at the Islamic Cultural Center in Manhattan.
His family was living on the 3rd Floor of the ICC, and because | knew his
son Br. Feisal [has been] my good friend (since 1960-1961 when he was
studying at Victoria Institution when | was in Form Six there), | was often
invited by Br. Feisal to have refreshment or meals in their house. Brother
Feisal was studying engineering at C.U. when | was there, and as President
of Muslim Students Association, C.U. he was actively involved in Islamic
religious activities, to which I was drawn. As a friend of Feisal, | looked
forward to being invited to his house because his mother, Puan Sri

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Buthainah, was a great cook and she spoke Malay fluently. I really enjoyed
my relationship with TSMAR, Br Feisal and the other family members.

The relationship with  TSMAR was interrupted after he was
transferred to become the new Director of the Islamic Center in
Washington DC. (1979). However, | remember a tragic event when he was
the Imam in Washington. It was when the Islamic Centre was forcibly
brought under the control of pro-lranian dissidents and TSMAR was
detained by the intruders. Thank God, the intervention of the Washington
police saved TSMAR and the Islamic Centre. After that incident, the pro-
Iranian dissidents started to offer their Friday prayers in the street outside
the Islamic Centre even in winter.

My third contact with TSMAR, which proved to be the most important
and most enduring as far as | was concerned, was when he became the first
Rector of 1HTUM in 1983. | was no longer a student, but an academic staff
of the new International Islamic University [Malaysia, the [IUM]. With his
experience as the Principal of Kolej Islam Malaya (Muslim College
Malaya), Head of the Department of Islamic Studies, UM, and Professor
of Islamic Studies in the Al-Ain University, UAE, TSMAR was the right
choice to be the first Rector or Vice Chancellor of 1IUM, which was
following the British academic system at the time.

He was well-known to many people and political leaders in Malaysia
because of his reputation as an international Islamic scholar from al-Azhar,
with a Ph.D. from University of London, who could speak English and
French fluently, and was highly regarded by the late Tunku Abdul
Rahman, Tun Abdul Razak and Tun Hussein Onn. They knew of his
significant contribution to the development and progress of Islamic
religious education in Malaysia at the secondary and tertiary levels. He
was responsible for reforming the syllabi of Islamic religious knowledge
in Malaysia’s government schools, and his books on the teaching of
Arabic, Islamic History and Islamic thought written in English were used
in many Muslim countries.

It so happened that many of the academic staff of [ITUM also had
known him as an able administrator cum Islamic scholar and some were
his former students and colleagues in UM [Universiti Malaya]. In fact, he
was liked by everybody because of his friendly, polite, gentle, simple and
humble personality. Throughout his career, he has demonstrated his great
capacity for patience, perseverance, resilience, self-restraint, selflessness
and clemency. It was no wonder that he endeared very easily to the Malay
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staff and students; besides, he knew Malay culture very well, spoke Malay
with them and had lived amicably amongst the Malay community for many
years in Klang and then later in Petaling Jaya.

His wife and children, especially Br. Feisal, were also very popular
with the local people. It was most unfortunate that a terrible thing
happened to him in the first year of his residence in Section 17, Petaling
Jaya. TSMAR made it his habit to drive by himself before dawn to perform
the Fajr prayer at the nearby Kolej Islam Mosque. One morning, while he
was about to drive the official car to the mosque, an intruder rushed up to
him, pushed him out of the driver’s seat and got away with the new BMW
that the government bought for his official use. We were relieved to know
that he was not injured in the incident, as the robber sped away with the
BMW. But it was certainly a traumatic experience for the gentle Rector.

In the first two years of his rectorship, TSMAR spent a lot of time
communicating with heads of Muslim universities in the Arab world to
make them aware of the existence of the IUM in Malaysia and to inform
them of the plans of the fledgeling Islamic university. Then he planned to
make several official visits to several higher education institutions in
Kuwait, Jordan and [the] UAE [United Arab Emirates] to introduce 11UM
to them, in the hope that academic or material assistance would be
forthcoming from the affluent Arab states. Al-Marhium Tan Sri Ahmad
Ibrahim and | were fortunate to be requested by TSMAR to accompany
him on this academic mission to these Arab countries. Throughout the
journey, TSAR was welcomed by the hosts and able to impress them as a
profound thinker, as well as an exemplar of Islamic intellectuality, polite
diplomacy, humility and universal humanitarianism.

Back in Malaysia, | remember enjoying becoming his assistant when
he paid a courtesy call to the late Tunku Abdul Rahman Putra in Penang
and had a nice lunch with Tunku, or whenever he went to Menara Petronas
in KL, to see the late Tun Hussein Onn, who was the first President of
ITUM, to get the former’s signature or to get his official approval to travel
overseas. Whenever he had some free time in his office in the temporary
Petaling Jaya campus of 11UM, he would be quietly working on a book, a
translation of his earlier works, revision of his book on the teaching of
Arabic or on some articles about Islamic issues.

In addition to securing al-Azhar’s support of IIUM by sending Arabic
instructors or lecturers to UM, TSMAR’s tenure as the founding rector
of UM helped to boost the academic credibility, Islamic and international
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identity and global ummatic relevance of the new university. With his wise
and people-oriented leadership — he was just the opposite of an
authoritarian task-master — he left IUM after five years of pioneering
headship on a stable, peaceful and conflict-free foundation. He stayed on
in Malaysia for another two years as the academic advisor at KUSZA
[Kolej Ugama Sultan Zainal Abidin] in Kuala Terengganu, thanks to the
persistent persuasion of his beloved student and Kolej Islam Malaya
pioneering alumnus, Tan Sri Dr Yusof Nor.

It should be noted that his greatest contribution to Malaysian religious
education was during his first appointment in British Malaya in 1955 to
become the Principal of the Muslim College Malaya in Klang. He raised
the academic status of the College in the eyes of al-Azhar; improved the
curriculum and produced quality graduates with Ph.Ds from al-Azhar;
managed to get the Shaikh Al-Azhar to visit it and to give his blessings to
the College; helped the new nation of independent Malaya to improve the
quality of Islamic religious education; wrote a few books in English on
Arabic and Islamic history; presented a series of lectures on Islam in
English over the radio which was appreciated by even the non-Muslim
listeners; managed to persuade the government and the Council of UM,
whose Vice Chancellor was Professor Oppenheimer, to establish the
Department of Islamic Studies in UM such that he had to manage two
institutions at one and the same time.

The first two Prime Ministers of independent Malaya used to seek his
advice on religious matters and at least three Ministers of Education looked
up to him for consultation on matters that pertain to Islamic education. Tun
Abdullah Ahmad Badawi who was his student and among the few first
batch of graduates of the Department of Islamic Studies, UM, has this to
say about his former teacher:

He was a scholar and a humanitarian who contributed immensely to
the development of Islamic Studies in Malaysia and the development
of a large class of ulamas steeped in the true Islamic tradition of being
moderate and temperate. .. But Dr Rauf’s wisdom and counselling and
his concern for Malaysia — for which the country is grateful — has also
helped many of us under his care to act responsibly when carrying out
our duties.®

position at the end of 1999. Both Br Feisal and his parents used to come to
Kuala Lumpur on vacation from 2000-2002. | considered it my duty to
provide transport services of IUM to TSMAR or Puan Sri whenever they
required such services. To get some materials for his writing purposes
TSMAR always mentioned the name of the librarian Puan Arfah to secure
from the 1HTUM library whatever he needed. | would like to mention that
whenever TSMAR came to Kuala Lumpur, | did not miss the opportunity
to buy good quality durians if they were in season and brought them to the
apartment they were staying, because | knew very well that TSMAR, Br
Feisal and Puan Sri loved durians very much.

Finally, let me say a few words about the nature of TSMAR’s
personality. It would become obvious to those who get to know him up
close, that TSMAR was a Sifi-oriented Azhari scholar who not only
memorised the Qur’an when he was seven years old, but in fact was
accustomed to the devotional spiritual practices inherited from his father
who was a local Sufi shaikh. Even as a child he used to hear the dhikr
sessions of the disciples of his father. In fact, the village they grew up in
was also well-known for Siifi tarigah celebrations and traditions.

To know a little bit more about the spiritual personality of TSMAR,
let us listen to what his son Imam Feisal who also inherited his father’s
spiritual genealogy in addition to his own adherence to a particular tarigah
(Jarrash) has to say:

Dad was known for a religiosity steeped in and defined by deep
spirituality and good ethics. It was not a piety that was selfserving, but
that delighted in improving and transforming others towards their best
behaviour, overlooking their shortcomings... He was never
vindictive, leaving those who wronged him to Divine justice, and
considered his patience in the face of others’ wrongdoings toward him
as a means of drawing down upon himself God’s forgiveness for his
own shortcomings... His years of work were marked by many
delightful stories of how he sought to transform hatred into love,
healing broken friendships and relationships... I wish he had written
more about this, but he could not speak about his accomplishments
without feeling that it was bordering on the sin of pride.®

PENDAHULUAN

Tan Sri Profesor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf adalah seorang cendekiawan
Muslim yang terbilang, berdedikasi dengan sifat altruisma yang tinggi, serta
mempunyai nilai-nilai kemanusiaan yang cemerlang. Beliau memberi
sumbangan besar kepada kemajuan Pengajian Islam di Malaysia, dunia
Arab, di Barat dan di Afrika. Dilahirkan di bandar Abusir, utara Kaherah,
Mesir pada 27 Disember 1917, beliau telah mendirikan rumah tangga pada
Ogos 1946, ketika berusia 28 tahun. Abdul Rauf lulus dari Kolej Usiil al-Din,
al-Azhar di Kaherah dan memperoleh ijazah Sarjana Muda dari Universiti
Cambridge dalam bidang Antropologi, manakala Sarjana (Pengajian Islam)
beliau pula dari Universiti London, United Kingdom. Beliau telah dihantar
ke Malaya oleh Universiti al-Azhar pada Februari 1955 bagi membantu
penubuhan serta pembukaan Kolej Islam Malaya di Klang, sebagai institusi
lanjutan untuk pelajar-pelajar Melayu yang mengaji di pondok-pondok
kampung. Beliau kemudiannya mengetuai Jabatan Pengajian Islam yang
baharu ditubuhkan di Universiti Malaya.

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Beliau seterusnya memperolehi ijazah Doktor Falsafah dalam bidang
Pengajian Islam dari Universiti London, United Kingdom pada 1963. Pada
1965, Dr. Abdul Rauf dilantik sebagai Pengarah Pusat Kebudayaan Islam di
New York dan kemudiannya sebagai Pengarah Pusat Islam di Washington
dari 1970-80. Beliau dijemput kembali ke Malaysia oleh Perdana Menteri
ketika itu, Dr. Mahathir Mohamad, untuk menjadi Rektor pertama Universiti
Islam Antarabangsa Malaysia (UIAM) yang baharu ditubuhkan pada 1983,
dan setelah itu berpindah ke KUSZA (Kolej Ugama Sultan Zainal Abidin) di
Terengganu sebelum bersara pada tahun 1992. Walaupun menetap di
kediamannya di Washington bersama keluarga, beliau kerap mengunjungi
rumahnya di Mesir dan di Malaysia.

Profesor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf berkhidmat sebagai Rektor Universiti
Islam Antarabangsa Malaysia (UIAM) dari 1983 hingga 1988, di mana beliau
berperanan penting dalam merumuskan etos universiti ini pada tahun-tahun
awalnya. Profesor Dr. Abdul Rauf gigih memperjuangkan nilai-nilai
keadilan, kesabaran dan kesederhanaan dalam tradisi Islam, suatu pendirian
yang mewarnai tugas pentadbirannya. Komitmen beliau terhadap prinsip-
prinsip ini meninggalkan kesan mendalam pada perkembangan kumpulan
besar para ulama di Malaysia dan di beberapa negara Islam, termasuk di
United Kingdom, Amerika Syarikat dan Afrika, di mana beliau pernah
berkhidmat. Ulama-ulama tersebut dicirikan oleh intipati sebenar ajaran
Islam, yang mereka warisi daripada guru mereka, Profesor Dr. Muhammad
Abdul Rauf. Impak yang ditinggalkan beliau amat memberi kesan ke atas
dunia akademia dan kerja-kerja kemanusiaan. Beliau pernah digambarkan
sebagai "seorang yang kebijaksanaannya membawa kesegaran, terutamanya
apabila melibatkan isu-isu Islam™.}*

Tan Sri Profesor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf meninggal dunia pada
2004. Namun, warisan beliau terus hidup melangkaui usia—sesuatu yang
kekal sebagai inspirasi untuk generasi akan datang.

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PENDIDIKAN

Perjalanan pendidikan Muhammad Abdul Rauf yang luar biasa adalah bukti
komitmennya yang tidak berbelah bahagi terhadap kesarjanaan dan di dalam
pencarian ilmu—sebuah perjalanan yang bermula jauh sebelum menyelami
dunia akademik secara formal. Sebelum tahun 1925, beliau telah pun
bersekolah di salah satu daripada dua buah sekolah Qur’an al-Nil, iaitu
Kuttab al-Nili dengan mata-mata pelajaran seperti Al-Qur’an, seni
penulisan, dikte (imla’), dan aritmetik. Sekolah ini memainkan peranan
penting dalam membentuk pendidikan awal beliau.

Pada 1925, seawal usia hanya tujuh tahun, Abdul Rauf adalah yang
termuda yang lulus ujian menghafal seluruh teks Al-Qur’an, lalu diiktiraf
sebagai hafiz—Dbukti kesungguhannya yang mendalam terhadap Kitab Suci
Al-Qur’an. Diusia sebelas tahun, beliau diterima masuk ke al-Ma‘had al-
Ahmadi di Tanta pada 5 Oktober 1929, walhal umur kemasukan ke Ma ‘had
tersebut adalah dari 12 hingga 18 tahun. Pada tahun pertama, pengajian
beliau merangkumi pelbagai mata pelajaran, termasuk figh, nahwu, insha’,
tafsir, Hadith, Tawhid, al-sirah, akhlaq, imla, ‘inshya’, khat, mutala'ah, dan
al-hafazat. Tidak lama selepas itu beliau mula memupuk kecenderungan
tinggi dalam tasawwuf, disamping mengembang minat dalam matematik,
terutamanya geometri. Tidak hairanlah apabila beliau mendapat gelaran al-
Awwal, iaitu "Calon Paling Berjaya", dengan pencapaian tinggi secara
konsisten dalam kebanyakan mata pelajaran, terutamanya matematik,
bahasa Arab, dan pengajian Islam.

Oleh kerana prestasi akademik Abdul Rauf yang amat menonjol,
beliau dikurniakan biasiswa berprestij daripada tabung wagaf Ahmad Pasha
al-Minshawi Pasha. Perjalanan akademik diteruskan apabila beliau
melanjutkan pelajaran ke Kolej Usiil al-Din di Kaherah. Pada tahun pertama
pengajian, beliau telah dianugerahkan sebuah buku besar mengenai falsafah
teologi dan salinan Sahih Hajjaj Ibn Muslim dengan ulasan oleh Imam al-
Nawawi. Menjelang tahun ketiga, beliau mantap dikenali sebagai pelajar
berprestasi tertinggi, lalu mengukuhkan lagi reputasinya sebagai seorang
pelajar yang amat menonjol. Tidak sekadar pendidikan di bumi Mesir, Abdul
Rauf melebarkan sayap lalu mendaftar dengan Alliance Franchise, di mana
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beliau telah diterima masuk ke sekolah petang Perancis di bawah bimbingan
Monseigneur Parani.

Dedikasi dan kecekapannya dalam pengajian Perancis diiktiraf
sewajarnya apabila beliau dianugerahkan diploma dalam pengajian bahasa
dengan kedudukan di tangga cemerlang. Di sebalik cabaran dan kekangan
yang timbul dengan Perang Dunia Kedua, Abdul Rauf tetap tegar dan tidak
berbelah bahagi di dalam mencari ilmu. Pada tempoh yang penuh kemelut
ini, beliau telah ditawarkan biasiswa untuk meneruskan pengajian di L'Ecole
de Loi di Paris — bukti kecerdasan dan potensi akademiknya yang luar biasa.
Bagaimanapun, beliau akhirnya memutuskan untuk tidak mengambil peluang
tersebut.

KERJAYA

Kerjaya Profesor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf yang luas dan cemerlang
dihiasi dengan pelbagai pengalaman mengajar di institusi terkenal di seluruh
dunia. Beliau menyampaikan hikmah kebijaksanaan dan ilmunya di institusi-
institusi seperti institut-institut menengah al-Azhar, Institut al-Dini Kuwait,
Universiti al-Azhar, Kolej Islam Malaya, Universiti Malaya, Universiti
Negeri New Jersey di Amerika Syarikat, Georgetown University di
Washington, D.C., dan Universiti Emiriah Arab di al-'Ain, Abu Dhabi.
Dedikasinya terhadap pendidikan tidak berbatas, dan pengaruhnya
melangkaui sempadan di mana sahaja beliau bertapak.

Sepanjang kerjayanya, Abdul Rauf menyandang pelbagai jawatan
yang dihormati yang mencerminkan komitmennya terhadap kemajuan
pendidikan dan kesarjanaan Islam. Beliau berkhidmat sebagai Timbalan
Pengetua Institut al-Dini Kuwait, di mana kepimpinannya memainkan
peranan khusus dalam membentuk hala tuju pendidikan institusi itu.
Kemudian, beliau telah dilantik sebagai Pengetua Kolej Islam Malaya, di
mana wawasannya terhadap kecemerlangan akademik mengukuhkan lagi
reputasinya sebagai tokoh terkemuka dalam pendidikan Islam.

Di Universiti Malaya, kemahiran kepimpinan Abdul Rauf terserlah
apabila beliau menjawat sebagai Ketua Jabatan Pengajian Islam yang
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baharu ditubuhkan, di mana beliau menyumbang secara signifikan kepada
pembangunan jabatan dan usaha-usaha mengetengahkan pengajian Islam di
universiti itu. Kepakaran dan dedikasi beliau turut diiktiraf di peringkat
antarabangsa apabila beliau diminta berkhidmat sebagai Pengarah Jabatan
Misi Islam di al-Azhar, institusi yang berusia lebih satu milenium dan paling
berprestij di dunia Islam.

Pengaruh Abdul Rauf menjangkau jauh di dalam lingkungan
akademia. Perlantikan beliau sebagai Pengarah di Pusat Kebudayaan Islam
di New York, N.Y., juga di Pusat Islam di Washington, D.C., di Amerika
Syarikat, mempamerkan komitmen beliau di dalam memupuk pemahaman
budaya dan dialog antara agama. Sumbangan beliau yang mencakupi
Emiriah Arab Bersatu, di mana beliau telah berkhidmat sebagai Profesor di
Universiti Al-Ain, U.A.E., adalah suatu bukti yang mengukuhkan lagi
reputasinya sebagai seorang ilmuan dan pendidik yang terbilang.

Di samping jawatan-jawatan berprestij ini, Abdul Rauf turut
memegang beberapa kedudukan kepimpinan utama dalam pelbagai
organisasi, termasuk Pengarah Misi Islam di al-Azhar, Pengerusi Maijlis
Imam Amerika Utara, dan Pengasas Jabatan Pengajian Islam di Universiti
Malaya. Kepelbagaian aspek kerjayanya berserta dengan komitmen yang
tidak berbelah bahagi terhadap pendidikan dan dialog antara budaya
meninggalkan kesan yang tidak dapat dipadamkan dalam landskap global
pengajian Islam dan dialog antara agama.

KEHIDUPAN

Perjalanan hayat Muhammad Abdul Rauf disulami dengan permaidani
kehidupan yang kaya dengan kepelbagaian pengalaman, setiap satunya
berupa sumbangan-sumbangan yang mendalam terhadap dunia pendidikan,
dialog antara agama dan kesarjanaan. Keterlibatan lepasan ijazahnya
bermula dengan kursus latihan selama dua tahun, bertujuan untuk
melayakkan diri sebagai guru atau pendakwah, suatu pilihan yang ternyata
banyak mempengaruhi kerjayanya. Pada 1944, beliau mengorak langkah
memulakan perjalanan mengajar sebagai guru bahasa Arab di sekolah
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Fransiskan di Dumyat (atau Damiefra), dengan memfokuskan kepada mata
pelajaran seperti ‘Ilm al-Tafsir, Tawhid, dan Insha’.

Tahun 1945 menandakan tempoh yang penting apabila Abdul Rauf
menjalinkan ikatan pertunangan di Qina, utara Mesir, dan seterusnya
berkahwin pada tahun 1946. Isteri beliau, Buthayna, melahirkan anak
pertama mereka, ‘Abd Al-Rahim pada 1947. Dimasa yang sama, beliau
memulakan misi ke Kuwait, yang jelas terbukti menjadi titik perubahan
penting dalam hidup cendekiawan ini. 1948, Abdul Rauf menerima jemputan
untuk berucap pada perhimpunan saudagar Kuwait di Dewan Perbandaran
yang besar, lalu terserlahlah reputasinya yang semakin meningkat sebagai
seorang cendekiawan terbilang. Pada tahun yang sama, keluarganya
mengalu-alukan kelahiran anak kedua mereka, Feisal, ke dalam hidup
mereka.

Tahun 1955 menyaksikan penubuhan Kolej Islam Malaya (KIM) di
Klang, dengan penglibatan ketara Abdul Rauf sebagai perintis dan Pengetua
yang menjangkau lebih sedekad dari 1955 hingga 1967, sekali gus
memantapkan lagi peranan beliau dalam dunia pendidikan. Pada 1956,
beliau menerima surat penting daripada Presiden Mesir, Encik Anwar al-
Sadat, yang mengumumkan tawaran biasiswa penuh kepada dua belas pelajar
dari Malaysia, satu inisiatif yang menjadi bukti terhadap pengaruh dan
usahanya dalam lingkungan dunia akademia. Pada 1958, beliau telah
diamanahkan dengan jawatan kepimpinan sebagai ketua Jabatan Pengajian
Islam yang baru ditubuhkan di Universiti Malaya, lalu membuka ruang untuk
beliau terus maju dengan komitmen memupuk kecemerlangan pendidikan
Islam. Pada 1959 bermulalah sesi pengajaran Universiti Malaya di Kuala
Lumpur, sekali lagi dengan penglibatan beliau membangunkan kurikulum —
suatu testimoni lanjut kepada dedikasi beliau terhadap pembangunan
akademik.

Pada 1960, Abdul Rauf berhijrah ke London, di mana beliau
melanjutkan pengajian di peringkat doktor falsafah serta mendapat tempat
sebagai tenaga akademik residen. Ini tentunya telah meningkatkan lagi
kehebatan ilmiahnya. 1961, beliau menerima delegasi dari Al-Azhar yang
diketuai oleh Shaikh Mahmud Shaltut, sekali gus menunjukkan peningkatan
nama beliau dalam dunia akademik Islam. Pada tahun yang sama, keluarga
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beliau menyambut kelahiran baharu, Muhammad Ayman. Tahun 1963
menandakan titik perubahan penting. Beliau menerima telegram daripada Al-
Azhar, mengumumkan rancangan kerajaan Malaysia'? bagi mempromosikan
Kolej Islam Malaya (di mana beliau adalah Pengetua), untuk menjadi sebuah
universiti Islam?3. Hal ini menggariskan kesan pegaruh beliau terhadap
transformasi pendidikan negara. Pada tahun itu juga, beliau mengarang
sebuah buku bertajuk Malaysia, wa al-Awsaf wa al-'Intiba'at atau "Malaysia,
Huraian dan Tanggapan, dengan bantuan Ustadh Muhammad Ali dan Encik
Muhammad Abdallah, yang telah berjaya memperolehi pengiktirafan

kerajaan ketika itu dengan hadiah dan ganjaran wang.

Pada Mac 1964, Abdul Rauf memenuhi komitmen ijazah doktor
falsafahnya dari Universiti London dan bertemu semula dengan keluarganya
di Bombay sebelum terbang ke Kuwait dan Mesir bagi memikul kembali
tugas-tugasnya di al-Azhar. Di sana, beliau memulakan kerja-kerja
kolaboratif dengan Dr. Mahmud Hobbalah, Pengarah Majma‘ al-Buhth al-
Islamiyyah (Akademi Penyelidikan Islam) dan kemudiannya dilantik sebagai
Pemangku Timbalan Pengarah Jabatan Misi Islam oleh Dr. Hobbalah. Dari
1965 hingga 1970, Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf telah dilantik sebagai
Pengarah Pusat Kebudayaan Islam di New York, di mana beliau juga
berkhidmat sebagai Imam dan memberi sumbangan besar kepada pendidikan
agama di benua Amerika Utara. Dalam tempoh ini, beliau mengarang bahan
pengajaran dan menulis buku bertajuk Islam: Akidah dan Ibadah. Beliau
melaksanakan banyak upacara perkahwinan dan mengolah sendiri aturcara
majlis-majlis tersebut. Ini didokumentasikan dalam bukunya Marriage in
Islam (Perkahwinan dalam Islam). Suatu kesedihan buat beliau dan keluarga,
kerana tempoh ini juga menyaksikan kematian ibu tercinta pada tahun 1966.
Pada 1970, beliau beralih ke lembaran baru, dengan berkhidmat sebagai
Pengarah Pusat Islam di Washington, D.C. Tempoh ini juga telah

13 penubuhan KIM adalah sebagai mengukuhan pendidikan tinggi Islam di Malaya, juga di
Asia Tenggara yang menawarkan Sijil Tertinggi Kolej Islam, setaraf dengan Sarjana Muda
dari Universiti al-Azhar. Para graduan KIM akan layak untuk mengikuti kursus-kursus di
peringkat pasca-sarjana di Universiti al-Azhar. KIM juga dilihat sebagai asas kepada
penubuhan Universiti Islam di Malaya pada keitka itu. Walaubagaimanapun, ideal ini gagal
untuk dilaksanakan di atas faktor-faktor ketika itu.

menyaksikan kehilangan bapa beliau yang dikasihi. Pada tempoh yang penuh
dukacita inin, beliau telah menulis dua jilid buku bertajuk The Muslim Mind:
The History of Muslim Intellectual Life (Minda Muslim: Sejarah Para
Cendekiawan Muslim) atas permintaan Dewan Bahasa dan Pustaka. Beliau
juga mengarang beberapa siri buku untuk kelas agama hujung minggu, yang
akhirnya digunakan sebagai buku teks di Nigeria dan negara-negara Afrika
yang lain.

Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf adalah seorang yang sentiasa menjelajah
dunia, dengan menghadiri pelbagai persidangan, mesyuarat dan konvensyen
di Amerika, Kanada dan Asia. Beliau memenuhi tugas penting sebagai wakil
Kongres Muslim Sedunia di PBB dan merupakan ahli pengasas Majlis Antara
Agama Washington. Selepas bergelut dengan kemelut di Washington
desebabkan oleh kesan-kesan pergolakan dunia dari sekitar lewat 1970an,
akhirnya beliau meletakkan jawatan dari Pusat Islam di Washington D.C.
pada penghujung 1979 atau 1980. Pada 1981, Profesor Dr. Muhammad
Abdul Rauf meneruskan kesinambungan hidupnya yang sentiasa dipenuhi
dengan dedikasi untuk pendidikan. Beliau telah menjalin kerjasama dengan
Dr. Ezzeddine Ibrahim di Universiti Emiriah Arab Bersatu. Bagaimanapun,
beliau meletak jawatan dari universiti tersebut pada 1982, dan beralih ke fasa
seterusnya dalam perjalanannya yang sungguh luar biasa ini. Pada 1983
beliau telah dilantik sebagai Rektor pertama Universiti Islam Antarabangsa
Malaysia (UIAM), serta menyandang jawatan tersebut hingga 1988. Sebagai
perintis, beliau memberi sumbangan besar kepada pertumbuhan,
pembangunan serta etos di tahun-tahun awal universiti ini. Pada 1988, beliau
telah dilantik sebagai Penasihat Akademik Kolej Sultan Zainal Abidin, satu
pengiktirafan lanjut ke atas komitmen berterusan beliau terhadap pendidikan.

Kehidupan Tan Sri Profesor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf adalah suatu
tebaran permaidani pengalaman yang luas, dengan setiap utas benang
sulaman menyumbang kepada legasi beliau sebagai seorang cendekiawan
Muslim, pendidik, dan pembina jambatan antara budaya dan agama yang
merentasi Asia Tenggara, Timur Tengah, Barat dan Afrika. Dedikasi beliau
di dalam memupuk persefahaman, pendidikan, dan dialog antara agama terus
memberi inspirasi kepada generasi-generasi akan datang.
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Tan Sri Profesor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf telah mengalami pecah
pembuluh darah aorta dan menghembuskan nafas terakhirnya pada hari
Sabtu, 11 Disember 2004 di Hospital Bethesda di Maryland, Amerika
Syarikat, pada usia 87 tahun. Profesor pengajian dan pendidikan Islam
terkenal ini, yang pelajarnya termasuk bekas Perdana Menteri Malaysia,
Abdullah Ahmad Badawi, disemadikan di Tanah Perkuburan Negara
Washington di Suitland, Maryland, bersebelahan dengan anaknya, Ali, yang
meninggal dunia pada tahun 1993. Tan Sri Profesor Dr. Muhammad Abdul
Rauf Allah yarhamuhii (Semoga Allah Subkanahu wa Ta'ala merahmati
rohnya dan memasukkannya di kalangan mereka yang paling dekat dengan-
Nya) meninggalkan isterinya Buthayna, dan empat anaknya, Feisal, Aisyah,
Salwa dan Ayman.

Berikut adalah penerbitan semula tulisan untuk memperingati al-
Marhim Tan Sri Profesor Dr. Muhammad Abdul Rauf sebagai Rektor
pertama Universiti Islam Antarabangsa Malaysia, yang dikarang oleh (al-

Alhamduli’Llah, dengan rahmat Allah SWT, saya adalah antara pelajar
TSMAR? yang paling bertuah yang pernah berhubung dengan al-Marhiim
dari tahun 1963 hingga 2002 dalam empat tempoh utama kehidupan
akademik saya.

Yang pertama pada tahun 1963, semasa saya menjadi murid beliau
pada tahun satu di Universiti Malaya. Beliau mengajar kami Bahasa Arab
Asas pada penggal pertama, dan sejarah Islam serta Al-Qur’an dan
Sunnah kepada pelajar senior. Kami kagum dengan keperibadiannya yang
mesra, tingkah laku yang menyenangkan dan kaedah pengajarannya yang
menjadikan pembelajaran bahasa Arab menyeronokkan dan mudah.

Hubungan kedua berlaku di New York City ketika saya belajar di
Columbia University [C.U.] dari 1968 hingga akhir 1975. TSMAR adalah
Pengarah dan Imam di Pusat Kebudayaan Islam (Islamic Cultural Center,
ICC) di Manhattan. Keluarganya tinggal di Tingkat 3 ICC, dan kerana
saya mengenali anaknya saudara Feisal [yang menjadi] kawan baik saya
(sejak 1960-1961 semasa dia belajar di Victoria Institution, ketika saya di
Tingkatan Enam di sana), saya sering dijemput oleh Feisal untuk minum
atau makan di rumah mereka. Abang kepada Feisal belajar kejuruteraan
di C.U. ketika saya berada di sana. Selaku Presiden Persatuan Pelajar
Islam, C.U. dia terlibat secara aktif dalam kegiatan-kegiatan Islam, yang
sering saya sertai. Sebagai kawan kepada Feisal, saya tidak sabar untuk
dijemput ke rumahnya kerana ibunya, Puan Sri Buthainah, adalah seorang
yang mahir memasak dan fasih berbahasa Melayu. Saya amat menyenangi

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hubungan saya dengan TSAR, saudara Faisal dan ahli keluarga mereka
yang lain.

Hubungan dengan TSAR terputus selepas beliau ditukar menjadi
Pengarah Pusat Islam yang baharu di Washington DC. Namun, saya masih
ingat peristiwa tragis semasa beliau menjadi Imam di Washington. la
adalah apabila Pusat Islam diceroboh dan dikawal oleh pemberontak pro-
Iran dan TSAR telah ditahan oleh mereka. Alzamduli’Llaah, campur
tangan polis Washington telah menyelamatkan TSAR dan Pusat Islam
daripada kawalan mereka. Selepas kejadian itu, pemberontak pro-lran
yang dilarang untuk masuk ke premis Pusat Islam terus menunjuk
perasaan dan mula menunaikan solat Jumaat mereka di jalanan di luar
Pusat Islam walaupun pada musim sejuk'’.

Hubungan ketiga saya dengan TSAR, yang terbukti paling penting dan
paling kekal setakat pengetahuan saya, adalah apabila beliau menjadi
Rektor UIAM yang pertama pada 1983. Saya bukan lagi seorang pelajar,
tetapi seorang kakitangan akademik baharu di Universiti Islam
Antarabangsa [Malaysia, UIAM]. Dengan pengalaman sebagai Pengetua
Kolej Islam Malaya (KIM), Ketua Jabatan Pengajian Islam UM, dan
profesor Pengajian Islam di Universiti Al-‘Ain, UAE, TSAR adalah pilihan
tepat kerajaan untuk menjadi Rektor atau Naib Canselor UIAM yang
pertama yang mengikuti sistem akademik British ketika itu.

Beliau dikenali ramai dan dalam kalangan pimpinan politik di
Malaysia kerana reputasinya sebagai cendekiawan Islam antarabangsa
dari al-Azhar, dengan Ph.D. dari Universiti London, yang fasih berbahasa
Inggeris dan Perancis, dan dipandang tinggi oleh Allahyarham Tunku
Abdul Rahman, Tun Abdul Razak dan Tun Hussein Onn. Mereka
sememangnya mengetahui sumbangan besar beliau terhadap
perkembangan dan kemajuan pendidikan agama Islam di Malaysia di
peringkat menengah dan pengajian tinggi. Beliaulah yang
bertanggungjawab untuk memperbaharui sukatan pelajaran ilmu agama
Islam di sekolah-sekolah kerajaan Malaysia, dan buku-bukunya mengenai
pengajaran Bahasa Arab, Sejarah Islam dan pemikiran Islam yang ditulis
dalam bahasa Inggeris turut digunakan secara meluas di banyak negara
Islam.

17 peristiwa ini berlaku di sekitar penggal kedua di akhir 1970an, dengan meletusnya ledakan
pemberontakan rakyat Iran yang berakhir dengan Revolusi Iran pada 1978-1979 dan
tertubuhnya Republik Islam Iran pada Februari 1979 (Editor).
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Kebetulan ramai kakitangan akademik UIAM juga mengenali beliau
sebagai seorang pentadbir yang berkebolehan merangkap cendekiawan
Islam dan ada juga di kalangan mereka bekas pelajar dan rakan sekerja
beliau di UM [Universiti Malaya]. Malah beliau amat disukai oleh semua
kerana perwatakannya yang peramah, sopan, lemah lembut, ringkas dan
merendah diri. Sepanjang kerjayanya, beliau telah menunjukkan
akhlaknya yang dihiasi dengan kesabaran, istigamah, ketabahan,
ketahanan diri, tidak bertindak melulu, tidak mementingkan diri dan
sangat berbelas ihsan. Tidak hairanlah dia sangat disayangi oleh
kakitangan dan pelajar Melayu. Selain itu, beliau amat mengenali budaya
Melayu, bercakap Melayu dengan mereka dan hidup mesra dalam
kalangan masyarakat Melayu selama bertahun-tahun di Klang dan
kemudiannya di Petaling Jaya.

Isteri dan anak-anaknya terutama saudara Feisal, juga sangat
popular dalam kalangan penduduk tempatan. Amat malang apabila
berlaku sesuatu yang buruk padanya pada tahun pertama menetap di
Seksyen 17, Petaling Jaya. Kebiasaannya TSAR memandu sendiri sebelum
subuh untuk solat Subuh di Masjid Kolej Islam yang berhampiran. Suatu
pagi, ketika beliau hendak memandu kereta rasminya ke masjid, seorang
perompak telah meluru ke arahnya, menolaknya keluar dari tempat duduk
pemandu dan melarikan diri dengan BMW baharu yang dibeli kerajaan
untuk kegunaan rasminya. Kami berasa lega apabila mengetahui beliau
tidak cedera dalam kejadian itu walaupun perompak itu berjaya melarikan
BMW itu. Kejadian ini merupakan satu pengalaman traumatik bagi Rektor
yang sangat lemah lembut keperibadiannya itu.

Dalam dua tahun pertama menyandang jawatan rektor, TSAR
menghabiskan banyak masa untuk berkomunikasi bersama pemimpin-
pemimpin universiti Islam di dunia Arab untuk menyampaikan kepada
mereka tentang penubuhan UIAM di Malaysia dan memaklumkan
perancangan-perancangan universiti Islam yang masih baharu itu. Beliau
kemudiannya bercadang untuk membuat beberapa lawatan rasmi ke
beberapa institusi pengajian tinggi di Kuwait, Jordan dan Emiriah Arab
Bersatu untuk memperkenalkan UIAM kepada mereka, dengan harapan
bantuan akademik atau material akan datang dari negara-negara Arab
yang kaya tersebut. Al-Marhiam Tan Sri Ahmad Ibrahim dan saya sendiri
bernasib baik kerana diminta olenh TSAR untuk menemani beliau dalam
misi akademik ke negara-negara Arab ini. Sepanjang perjalanan, TSAR
disambut baik oleh tuan rumah dan dapat menarik perhatian mereka
sebagai seorang pemikir yang luas dan idenya yang mendalam, sebagai
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suatu contoh keintelektualan Islam, pengamal diplomasi bersantun, penuh
kerendahan diri dan pendukung kemanusiaan sejagat.

Sekembalinya di Malaysia, saya masih ingat keseronokan saya
menjadi pembantunya apabila beliau membuat kunjungan hormat kepada
Allahyarham Tunku Abdul Rahman Putra di Pulau Pinang dan menikmati
makan tengahari dengan Tunku, atau setiap kali beliau pergi ke Menara
Petronas di KL, untuk berjumpa Allahyarham Tun Hussein Onn, yang
merupakan Presiden pertama UIAM, untuk mendapatkan tandatangan Tun
atau untuk kelulusan rasmi beliau ke luar negara. Setiap kali beliau
berkesempatan dengan masa terluang di pejabatnya di kampus sementara
UIAM Petaling Jaya, beliau akan secara senyap menulis buku,
menterjemah karya-karya terdahulunya, menyemak bukunya tentang
pengajaran bahasa Arab atau menulis beberapa artikel tentang isu-isu
Islam.

Di samping mendapatkan sokongan al-Azhar terhadap UIAM dengan
menghantar tenaga pengajar atau pensyarah bahasa Arab ke UIAM,
perkhidmatan TSAR sebagai rektor pengasas UIAM telah dapat membantu
meningkatkan kredibiliti akademik, identiti Islam dan antarabangsa, serta
kerelevanan universiti baharu itu sebagai sebuah institusi umat secara
global. Dengan kepimpinannya yang bijak dan berjiwa rakyat — tidak
sekali-kali bersikap otoritarian — dia telah meninggalkan UIAM selepas
lima tahun merintis kepimpinannya di atas asas yang stabil, aman dan
bebas konflik. Beliau kekal di Malaysia selama dua tahun lagi sebagai
penasihat akademik di KUSZA [Kolej Ugama Sultan Zainal Abidin] di
Kuala Terengganu, berkat pujukan gigih pelajar kesayangannya dan
alumni perintis Kolel Islam Malaya, Tan Sri Dr Yusof Nor.

Perlu diingatkan bahawa sumbangan terbesar beliau kepada
pendidikan agama Malaysia adalah semasa pelantikan pertamanya di
British Malaya pada tahun 1955 untuk menjadi Pengetua Kolej Islam
Malaya di Klang. Beliau mengangkat martabat akademik Kolej ini di mata
al-Azhar; menambah baik kurikulum dan melahirkan graduan berkualiti
dengan Ph.D. al-Azhar; serta berjaya mendapatkan Syaikh Al-Azhar untuk
melawatnya dan memberi restu kepada Kolej. Beliau juga telah membantu
Tanah Melayu sebagai negara yang baharu merdeka meningkatkan mutu
pendidikan Islam; dan menulis beberapa buku dalam bahasa Inggeris
tentang bahasa Arab dan sejarah Islam. Disamping itu, beliau
menyampaikan beberapa siri syarahan tentang Islam dalam bahasa
Inggeris melalui radio yang telah dihargai oleh para pendengar sekalipun
bukan Islam; serta berjaya memujuk kerajaan dan Majlis UM, yang Naib
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Canselornya ialah Profesor Oppenheimer, seorang Inggeris untuk
menubuhkan Jabatan Pengajian Islam di UM walaupun ini bermakna
beliau terpaksa menguruskan dua institusi pada satu masa yang sama.

Dua Perdana Menteri pertama Tanah Melayu merdeka pernah
mendapatkan nasihatnya mengenai hal-hal agama dan sekurang-
kurangnya tiga Menteri Pelajaran memandang tinggi kepadanya untuk
meminta pandangan beliau mengenai hal-hal pendidikan Islam. Tun
Abdullah Ahmad Badawi yang merupakan pelajarnya dan antara
beberapa graduan angkatan pertama Jabatan Pengajian Islam, UM,
berkata tentang bekas gurunya:

Beliau adalah seorang cendekiawan dan ahli kemanusiaan yang
banyak menyumbang kepada pembangunan Pengajian Islam di
Malaysia dan pembangunan kelompok besar ulama yang mendalami
tradisi Islam sebenar dan bercirikan kesederhanaan... Tetapi
kebijaksanaan dan khidmat nasihat Dr Rauf serta keprihatinannya
terhadap Malaysia — satu perkara yang amat disyukuri oleh negara —
juga telah membantu ramai daripada kita di bawah jagaannya untuk
bertindak secara bertanggungjawab ketika menjalankan tugas.*®

Hubungan keempat ialah apabila saya diberi tugas menjadi Rektor
ketiga [...] selepas Dato' Dr AbdulHamid AbuSulayman mengosongkan
jawatan tersebut pada penghujung tahun 1999. Saudara Feisal dan ibu
bapanya kerap datang berkunjung ke Kuala Lumpur dari 2000-2002 untuk
bercuti. Saya menganggap sebagai tanggungjawab saya untuk
menyediakan perkhidmatan pengangkutan UIAM kepada TSAR atau Puan
Sri apabila mereka memerlukan perkhidmatan tersebut. Untuk
mendapatkan beberapa bahan bagi tujuan penulisan, TSAR sentiasa
dibantu oleh pustakawan Puan Arfah untuk apa sahaja yang diperlukan
beliau dari perpustakaan UIAM. Saya ingin menyatakan bahawa setiap
kali TSAR datang ke Kuala Lumpur, saya tidak melepaskan peluang untuk
membeli durian yang berkualiti jika pada musimnya dan membawanya ke
pangsapuri yang mereka tinggal, kerana saya amat tahu bahawa TSAR,
Feisal dan Puan Sri tersangat gemar menikmati durian.

Akhir sekali, izinkan saya mengatakan beberapa perkara tentang sifat
peribadi TSAR. Adalah merupakan satu kepastian kepada mereka yang
mengenalinya secara dekat, bahawa TSAR adalah seorang cedekiawan
Azhari yang berorientasikan Sufi, yang bukan sahaja menghafal Al-Quran

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ketika berusia tujuh tahun, tetapi sebenarnya sudah terbiasa dengan
amalan kerohanian yang diwarisi dari bapanya, yang merupakan seorang
Shaikh Safi dari tempat asal beliau. Semenjak dari usia kecil beliau
terbiasa mendengar sesi zikir murid-murid bapanya. Malah, kampung
tempat mereka dibesarkan juga terkenal dengan keramaian dan tradisi
Suff tariqah.

Untuk mengenali lebih sedikit tentang peribadi kerohanian TSAR, kita

dengarkan apa yang dikatakan oleh anaknya Imam Feisal yang juga
mewarisi silsilah kerohanian bapanya, di samping pegangannya sendiri
kepada tariqah (Jarrash) tertentu:

Ayah terkenal dengan keagamaan yang diserapi dan ditakrifkan oleh
nilai-nilai kerohanian yang mendalam dan ciri-ciri akhlak yang
terpuji. lanya bukan berbentuk kewarakan yang berkepentingan diri
sendiri, malah yang mendatangkan kegembiraan tulus di hati apabila
berusaha untuk memperbaiki dan mengubah manusia ke arah peri
laku terbaik mereka, tanpa menghiraukan kekurangan-kekurangan
mereka... Ayah tidak pernah berdendam, lalu menyerahkan mereka
yang menganiayainya kepada pengadilan llahi, dan mengambil sikap
bahawa kesabarannya dalam menghadapi kesalahan orang lain
terhadapnya sebagai suatu upaya untuk menagih pengampunan
Tuhan atas kekurangan dirinya sendiri... Tahun-tahun kerjaya Ayah
diwarnai dengan banyak kisah yang amat menyenangkan tentang
bagaimana beliau berusaha mengubah kebencian menjadi cinta,
serta memulihkan persahabatan dan hubungan yang terputus... Saya
amat inginkan bahawa Ayah menulis lebih banyak lagi tentang hal
ini, malangnya dia tidak mampu berpanjang lebar tentang
pencapaian-pencapaiannya dalam hal ini kerana merasakan bahawa
lanya hanya akan mendekatkan beliau dengan sempadan dosa
berbangga-bangga diri.*®

EarLy Dispute over Free WiLL: Its BACKGROUND aND Resurt

Our treatment of the position of the Qur’in on the question of
determinism and free will in the first part of this article (MW, LX,
3 (1970], 205 ff.) has demonstrated that the Qur®an firmly holds man
to be a responsible free agent, doing and producing his own works at
will. Consistently with this, fatalistic tendencies in the pre-Tslamic
fashion were condemned. Yet, it was also found that the Qur®in con-
tains the notion of gadar, in the sense of ‘pre-determining’ divine acts
and creations, and coordinating these to human deeds and activities as
foretold by God in eternity.

We strongly feel that the term gadar must have conveyed to the
early Muslims to whom the Qur’in was first addressed the meaning
given above—one which does not encroach upon the principle of human
freedom. This position seems to have also prevailed for the period of
the Orthodox Caliphate (11-40/632-661). Stories are told in which the
second Caliph punished a thief seeking an excuse in gadar, 24 and the
fourth Caliph told an inquirer who wondered how he could anticipate
rewards for his acts if they were mugaddara:

Perhaps you are thinking of a binding gadar. God commands His
creatures to follow voluntarily; and he prohibited and warned
them. He did not send His Messengers playfully and did not
reveal His book to His creatures senselessly. This is the argument
of the unbelievers. 25

But when this young community of faith was subjected to a violent
series of shocking events—starting with the murder of the third Caliph
and resulting in the painful civil wars and the rise of the Umayyad
Caliphate which was accompanied by unspeakable sufferings and mis-
fortunes—a new situation was created and a scapegoat was sought in
the use or misuse of the term gadar.

He admits that there is almost sufficient historical material in the
records of the last stage, in spite of some gaps, as he puts it. However,
he regards those of the middle stage as somewhat bearing resemblance
to history, but the records of the earliest stage are, in his view, no more
than ‘‘a hodgepodge of legends and folk-tales.” The author’s concern
in this article is with this particular period; and his aim, as he says,
is “‘to consider the formative influences of the Prophet's pagan environ-
ment on him, in the light of ive, and... ble, material.”

In his review, Abdul Rauf asserts that a major aim of W. A. Graham’s in this
book is to define the category of al-Hadith known as al-Qudsz and trace the
process, which culminated in the 7th or 8th century of Islam, of identifying
the specific Prophetic traditions under this special title. Graham examines the
relationship of al-Hadith al-Qudst to the Qur'an and to the Hadith category
that is not so attributed to God. According to Abdul Rauf, the author argues
convincingly that these Ahadith came into being early and not as late as the
third century of Islam, the previously accepted view of some Western
Orientalists. The book contains a preface, an introduction, major sections on
“Revelation in Early Islam” and “The Divine Sayings”, a useful concluding
chapter in which the author translates and annotates 90 Hadith Qudsi and a
bibliography.
